Boating Course 2013: Fire Safety presentation at the North Saanich Fire Hall
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The beginning to 2013 has brought a new program to our Saanich Peninsula boating community, the
Parkland Marine Institute, which is part of Parkland Secondary School. This marine applications program
for secondary students includes courses in marine biology, sailing experience through instruction at the
Sidney North Saanich Yacht Club, boat building, and the newly-added CPS Boating Course.

Due to the initiative and collaborative planning among Peter Bey, Dave Munkley and Tony Kluge and
Parkland Secondary Principal Mark Fraser and Teacher Jeff Hilton, Saanich Peninsula Power & Salil
Squadron is participating in this pilot program. As a result, the current CPS Boating Course being held at
Parkland Secondary School involves three secondary students, one secondary teacher, and seven other
adults interested in obtaining certification in CPS Boating.

Training Officer Dave Munkley is coordinating instructors and proctors for this excellent basic boating
course. Past Commander Tony Kluge is also supporting the Parkland Marine Institute through the
generous donation of his wooden boat Linda Lou as a restoration project.

Thank you Dave, Tony and the other volunteers who dedicate their time and expertise in promoting safe
boating through quality education!

Boating Course 2013: Tour of Canadian Hydrographic Services facility —
Hydrographer Craig Lessels explains historic and modern survey methods
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The CPS Maritime Radio Course covers basic operations, choice of frequencies, phonetic alphabet,
procedural words and phrases, as well as Digital Selective Calling (DSC) and the Global Maritime
Distress and Safety System (GMDSS). Students receive a Restricted Operator’s Certificate (Maritime)
upon successful completion of the course.

A one-day Marine Radio Course was held on December 2, 2012, at the North Saanich Fire Department.
Four of the six students were firefighters who received the material one week in advance of the day for
review and the exam. All students were successful under the guidance of lead instructor Bruce Stott and
examiners, Peter Bey and Dave Munkley.

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| attended a seminar held at the Institute of Ocean Sciences on Friday, February 28, 2013, during which
the researcher, Sophia Johannessen, gave the presentation titled, “Waiting to inhale: hypoxia in the
deep Strait of Georgia”. | attended in order to garnish any information of an environmental nature that
would be of interest to boaters and although the briefing was not specifically targeted at boaters, | found
it to be very interesting and educational. Here is a brief synopsis of the presentation:

The Strait of Georgia is presently experiencing a condition scientists refer to as “hypoxia”, meaning that
the dissolved oxygen in the water is lower than ideal. Four (4) mL/L is considered ideal, and they are
recording measurements of 2-3 mL/L. One (1) mL/L is lethal to marine life. Since 1970 they have
observed a declining trend at a rate of approximately 0.02 mL/L. Fortunately, water interchange from
tidal changes and currents does help in oxygenating coastal waters.

| asked what pleasure boaters could do to help improve this situation, or at least not contribute to making
it worse. Ms. Johannessen’s answer was that what is happening in the Georgia Strait is actually the
result of the phenomena of global climate change, which, in return, is having the effect of causing an
elevation of the temperature of the water. However, there are also localized effects caused by waste
water and pulp mill runoff.

What | took from the seminar, relevant to boaters, is that using “common sense” will go a long way in
making a positive contribution; therefore, making sure that oil, bilge water, or sewage is not discharged
into the water will help in preventing further oxygen level reduction.

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What can we, the boaters, do? Consider alternatives to toxic cleansers ...

With spring rapidly approaching and boats being readied for the water, here is a list of some
recommended alternative cleansers from Transport Canada that can get the job done just as effectively
as the commercial toxic brands.

Alternatives to Toxic Cleansers

Fibreglass baking soda and salt

Aluminum 1 thbsp of cream of tartar in ¥ L of water
Brass Worcestershire sauce, vinegar, salt solution
Chrome vinegar & salt solution

Copper lemon juice & salt solution

Decks 1 part vinegar to 8 parts water

Hair baby shampoo (phosphate free, pH balanced)
Hands baby oil or margarine

Clear plastic 1 part vinegar to 2 parts water

Mildew vinegar & salt solution

Shower wet the area, apply baking soda, wipe
Toilet baking soda

Windows 1 part vinegar to 2 parts water

Wood polish with olive oil

Chrome/metal polish with baby oil

Bleaching hydrogen peroxide

Scouring baking soda

All of Tsehum Harbour, extending eastward to a line drawn from Armstrong Point to Curteis Point, and
an area from Curteis Point to Kamaree Point along the western shoreline of Fernie Island, to the
northern tip of Fernie Island and thence due north to Goudge Island and along the western shoreline of
Goudge Island to the northern tip, thence in a westerly direction to Swartz Head.

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Saturna Island has long been on “The List” to explore and gain a sense of its “ambience” so it is only
natural, that for a birthday surprise, a spontaneous ferry ride from Swartz Bay began early in May. It was
a morning ferry ride that chugged its way between Pender and Mayne Islands to Lyall Harbour. On
arrival, it became apparent that Saturna was a world separate from all of the other Gulf Islands. It is
reported that almost one half of the island is within the National Park Reserve. Visit Winter Cove by
following East Point Road and you will marvel, after a short trail walk, the “Boat Pass”, where a raging
current through a narrow pass between Samuel Island and Saturna, delights seals and challenges
skippers for their navigation skills! From there, travel along East Point Road to East Point, where the
Saturna Heritage Centre (formerly the Fog Alarm Building) is settled on a grassy hillside where you can
sit to watch for Orca. Nearby whale watching boats will signal their arrival. As you wander narrow
Saturna roadways, you will find Narvaez Bay Road which leads to “Little Bay”, with a walk-in campsite
nestled in Narvaez Bay, home to river otters and eagles. Locate Harris Road that travels past Money
Lake, where a beaver stealthily slips into a side bank, and you will discover the island estate winery a
few paces from nearby Thomson Park Beach with its tree swing. Yes, there are deer by the roadsides
and forest wealth. As the day comes to a close, while waiting for the last ferry to arrive, the Lighthouse
Pub provides views of “harbours and boats” with seagulls and cormorants and seals playing their time
away. Such a place for repose!
